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STUDENT ATHLETICS

Eligibility

1.

A student must have passed (no F’s) all courséseimuarter preceding the
activity and must maintain a 2.0 grade point aver@iPA).

. A student must have 80% or above for the citizemghade during the entire

participation period Any student on step three of the Severe Discipline
program will be ineligible for activities as long & the steps are in place. Any
student on the Severe Discipline Step 2 or greaterill have their citizenship
grade reset to 80% (rather than 100%) at the new garter.

A student with an incomplete grade from the presiquarter is ineligible unless
the incomplete is made up within 10 school daysrafte end of the quarter.

Eligibility will be based on the quarter before, aswell as the quarter of
participation. Grades will be checked and on or biere the 3° Monday of
each new gquarter and then throughout the period oparticipation. An
athlete who is ineligible due to academics may nattend practice or
participate in any games until such eligibility isrestored as determined by
the athletic director.

Student-athletes must be at school the entire dap be eligible to participate
in practices or games for that day.
a. Saturday games: Students must be at school aFdday to be eligible
to participate in a Saturday game.
b. Failure to comply with these rules will result itemm forfeiture.

Age: A student is eligible if he/she has not resitthe age of 19 years on or
before September*bf the current academic year.

Length of Participation: A student shall have ofadyr consecutive years of
eligibility after entry into the ninth grade. Ewinto the ninth grade during that
school year shall constitute the beginning of thesecutive years of eligibility.
Upon official registration as a ninth grader, refj@ss of the student’s non-
attendance for part of a year or a full year, ttesr shall be counted in
determining the years of eligibility.

Physical Examination: A student seeking to partigate in a sport shall have
passed a physical examination not more than twely@2) months before the
first official practice of the sport and shall havehis/her favorable physical
examination record on file in the school office.
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A school credit will be issued for satisfactory gpgarticipation. A pass/fail
grade (which translates as an A/F on transcripii$ e given.

There will be a two-week probationary period fdrvaho sign up. A student may
at that time quit the team without consequencee ddach also has the option to
have the student leave the team because of a titode.

Concurrent Participation: Students are permitted to concurrently partiepa
more than 1 sport with written approval by the pipal and athletic director.
Students will have a primary sport. If they failfollow through with their
primary sport (which is the sport they are curngptrticipating in prior to the
second sport they would start), they will receiviaiing grade for the sport they
drop. Example:

a. Student A starts cross-country in the fall, and g@lgys soccer in the
winter. Cross-country is their primary sport, ahdy will finish that sport
in complete. If they fail to do so, they will reee a failing grade for
cross-country, and it will appear on their transtri

Suggestions for Concurrent sport athletes:Make sure to communicate with
your coaches. Your coaches are allowed to makegements for you to
concurrently participate in both sports. Howevkeey also have the authority to
not let you, and you must respect that decision.

Students must submit all necessary paperwork andriances to the
athletic director by the issued deadline. Failuréo do so will
result in non-participation in that sport.

Basic Rules

1.

School discipline enforced: four referrals or amension may mean being kicked
off the team.

If a student receives a school referral for beh@biproblems or has been
suspended, they may not play in the next game/meet.

Discipline Process

1% Infraction : Player will be sent home and will have to setugnference with
the principal and/or the athletic director befagurning to the team.

2" Infraction : Player will be sent home and may not returnl waiach,
administration and parents come to a decision.
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3. 3% Infraction: Possible expulsion from the team. May not pipéite with team
until the administration and school board come tioa decision.

Ground Rules for Expulsion from the Team

1. Drug abuse

BIIF Enrollment Rules

To be eligible during a school semester for pgréition in interscholastic activities, a
student must:

1. Have a current sports physical on file at #tteos| (current is within the year)

2. A student must have passed for the immediagtglgeding semester, at least 4
semester units of credit toward graduation.

3. Be carrying a minimum of 3 classes (semestis)uhat lead to granting of credit
toward graduation.

4. Be in regular attendance at school classesiohaenrolled.

Makua Lani follows BIIF by-laws. We have incorporaed additional details and
specific information for our rules into our athletic handbook.

Attendance Policy for Grading Students:

If they cannot particgdtie to injury, it is necessary
to have a doctor’s note for verification. If thase hurt and miss less than %2
of the season, they are graded for that amounariicgpation. If they miss
more than ¥z of the season with the doctor’s nbty teceive an incomplete
grade.

Retreats/Sleepovers

1. Retreats and sleepovers are a great way farstéa fellowship and grow closer
together. However, we must have guidelines to renie safety of the child, parent,
coach and administration.

d. Coed retreats that are not overnight(day retyeaie allowed, however school
rules apply and it is the coaches respongilidi enforce these rules.

e. All team (boys, girls and coed) day retreatsinbe arranged and supervised
by the head coach(s) of that sport.

Approval by the Athletic Director and School Administration must occur before the
sleepovers and/or retreats take place!

Coaches Meetings:

Parent Meetings:

1. Coaches are encouraged to attend the pre-acagean parents meetind.he parent
meeting will be included into the back to school ight in early September, however,
it is encouraged that coaches hold individual pareémmeetings prior to the season.

BIIF and State Tournaments:

1. To minimize stress and confusion, the admiaiigtn will take full responsibility for
the arrangements at BIIF and HHSAA State Tournamenhis includes:

a. Transportation

b. Overnight Accommodations

c. Budget

d. Etc. (Includes all other arrangements that beypecessary)
2. Atthe BIIF and HHSAA State Tournaments, coacired chaperones have full
responsibility over the children and must enfortefathe Makua Lani rules and
guidelines.
